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Students are provied with theories and principles of interpretation, and they
practice various skills of English interpretation.
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This course studies the principle of bilingual interpretation and related
theories. Students will learn how to analyze the message between a source
and a target language and solve specific interpreting-related difficulties
through practical exercises. This class will cover both consecutive and
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simultaneous interpretation via various techniques such as active listening,
self-monitoring, memory training, and note-taking.
