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The selection of materials involves matching the given materials against the context in which they are going to b
e used and the needs and interests of the teachers and learners who work within it, to find the best possible fit
between them. This calls for major strategic decisions based on informed judgement and professional experience, f
orcing teachers to identify their priorities. The number of variables that affect the success or failure of cours
ebooks in particular contexts have made it necessary to identify appropriate criteria on which to base these deci
sions. The range and multiplicity of criteria that reflect these variables typically relate to learner goals and

needs, learning styles, proficiency levels, language teaching methods, classroom contexts and processes, as wel |

as the potential of materials for generating motivation, variety and interest. This course aim is to review the a
pproaches and criteria that have been employed in the selection of instructional materials in ELT and to assess t
he theoretical and pedagogical assumptions underlying them. Also, this course will examine more specific areas su
ch as teaching ideas adn strategies for the classroom.
