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This class provides an opportunity for students to analyze discourse and dialogue.
Discourse here is defined as the study of the organization of language above the
sentence level, but also as any manifestation of language in context. Dialogue is

defined as an instance of language that involves interaction between two more p

eople.

The course covers the core areas of the subject and also extends to more applied
areas from functional and pragmatic points of view. Students will read original an

d recent work in these areas, and will be encouraged to collect, analyze, and proc

ess their own data.

This class gives students a hands-on practical experience with text analysis. For ev
ery class, we will brainstorm ideas on how to analyze texts under a particular topi
