The course aims to provide students with knolwedge and skills
necessary to communicate in English with native and non-native speakers of
English in the global context.

communicating in English using one's competency in the language 7) Plan and
execute a presentation in English 8) Have exprience presenting in a group format
9) Look at pictures and discuss them using the structure of interpretations and
descriptions 10) Know the difference between written and spoken English 11)
Understand the difference between reading non-fiction and fiction
